NOTIFICATION OF THE REPEAL OF THE FAR NORTH QUEENSLAND REGIONAL PLAN 2009-2031 
AND THE MAKING OF THE FAR NORTH QUEENSLAND REGIONAL PLAN AND

INFRASTRUCTURE PLAN 2026

I, the Honourable Jarrod Bleijie, Deputy Premier, Minister for State Development, Infrastructure
and Planning and Minister for Industrial Relations, notify that I have repealed the Far North
Queensland Regional Plan 2009-2031 (FNQ Regional Plan 2009), pursuant to Section 13 of the
Planning Act 2016  (the Planning Act).

The FNQ Regional Plan 2009 applies to the Local Government areas of Cairns, Cassowary Coast,
Douglas, Mareeba, Tablelands, Wujal Wujal and Yarrabah.

The repeal of the FNQ Regional Plan 2009 will take effect at the end of the day on 8 May 2026,
being the date of the gazette notice.

I further notify that the Far North Queensland Regional Plan and Infrastructure Plan 2026 (FNQ
Regional Plan 2026) was made on 8 May 2026, being the date of the gazette notice, pursuant to
section 10 of the Planning Act. The FNQ Regional Plan 2026 is a State planning instrument under
Section 8 of the Planning Act.

The FNQ Regional Plan 2026 applies to the Local Government areas of Cairns, Cassowary Coast,
Douglas, Etheridge, Mareeba, Tablelands, Wujal Wujal and Yarrabah.

The FNQ Regional Plan 2026 will take effect at the start of the day on 9 May 2026, being the next
day after the date of the gazette notice.
